Thursday disposal

The person responsible for solvent waste disposal in the lab will pick up your waste buckets and containers in your
lab on Thursday morning at 11am.

1/ All waste containers/buckets must be properly sealed:
- screw the stoppers until your hear the several clicks and cannot open the containers anymore
-make sure the lid of the buckets is fully sealed (you can stomp it with your foot if needed)

2/ All waste containers/buckets must be properly labeled:
-see next slide for the choice of stickers

- If these rules are noy followed, the waste containers/buckets will
be left in your lab until the next disposal (one week)

For empty containers (solvent bottles made of glass, plastic or aluminium): it is your own duty to put
them in one of the two red waste bins at the entrance of the building 420.
They must be dried prior to removal and sorted by solvent nature (halogenated/non-halogenated)
